1 Draw your chosen animal nice and big on the page

2 Draw in the pattern on your animal

3 Pick three Aboriginal symbols from the symbols 
   handout to draw around the Animal

4 Lightly draw in the main shapes of your background

5 Mix your paint in a puddle of thick paint in the tub if
    you are doing dots – use one of the old paintbrushes
    that have been cut in half to make your dots

6 Think about your colour scheme – hot/cold colours? 
    Different colours for different patterns?  How will 
    your patterns stand out? 

7 The animal can be in solid colour with dots on top if
    you like

8 Try to imitate the regular effect the Aborigines 
    achieve with their dot patterns
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
